TROUBLE WITH AIDA

ELTON CLOSES US SOLO TOUR

There were a few rumours doing the rounds that Elton
walked out of a preview performance of Aida in February.

Here, Elton explains all........

"I walked out to make a
point," Elton explained during an
interview on "Good Morning
America" "They didn't listen to
what I had to say in December,
and | wrote the music and it's
my bloody name on the
billboard, and I don't want to be
associated with something 1 did
not write."

The superstar singer says he
bolted a performance of the $15
million mega-musical last month
after Disney execs turned a deaf
ear to his requests for changes
in the show's score.

"I was absolutely
incandescent with rage," he said.
"After 1'd seen the show in
Chicago, | wasn't very happy
with the music. So we had a big
meeting in December in Los
Angeles and | said, 'Here are
two things that I really don't like
in the show..." "

Two major songs that he had
written, "Another Pyramid" and
"My Stronger Suit," were
dramatically changed, he says,
with the addition of techno-
music. Elton told the producers,

"I don't like it. I didn't write it,
and you know, it's my music in
there, and please change it."

Well, they didn't. And when
Elton attended a preview in
February and saw that the songs
were unchanged, "I was so
incensed. And | just walked out,
I walked calmly out, and |
smiled on my way out and I got
out in the street and went,
'Rrrrhhhh.' "

Elton said he told Disney, "'If
you don't listen to what I'm
saying, I'm going to get mad.'
And so | got mad." He also
acknowledged that the
frustration wasn't pretty. "l wear
my heart on my sleeve; | was
annoyed," he said.

These days, though, all is
well with Elton and "Aida." The
changes he requested have been
made, and he says he enjoyed a
recent performance of the show.
"It was brilliant," he says of how
the music plays now. "l don't
have to worry about this
anymore."

Elton closed his Medusa tour
in America in Atlanta April 29,
with proceeds from ticket sales
going to Atlanta charities.
Members of eltonjohn.com who
were given complimentary
tickets were not invited to the
pre-show reception, and were
seated on the far end of the
venue on the "ten yard line,"
much to everyone's
disappointment. After the show,
Elton thanked everyone for their
support and gifts, but surprisingly
neither accepted gifts nor signed
autographs during the show,
which he had done at all
previous shows on the tour. (For

|UST LIKE STRANGE

RAINFOREST SHOW

Sting, Elton, Billy Joel and
James Taylor performed at
Carnegie Hall in New York on
April 13. The audience paid a
combined $2.5m in tickets -with
all proceeds benefiting the
rainforest. Stevie Wonder
appeared just in time for a final
star chorus of Amen. Elton stuck
out in a white suit and pink
shoes.

On March 10, 2000 Elton was
in the studio again - this time in
New York - recording vocals for
Moby’s next US single Why Does
My Heart Feel So Bad. The
royalties from the sales of the
single will be donated to the
Elton John AIDS Foundation.

On the new official website,
Elton also reports that he will be
in the studio again in September
this year for a new Elton
John/Bernie Taupin album.

VITO RUSSO AWARD

Elton was honoured by the
Gay and Lesbian Alliance
Against Defamation (GLAAD) at
the 11th Annual GLAAD Media
Awards. He was presented with
the Vito Russo Award at a
ceremony in New York City April
2. Named after founding
member of GLAAD and author
of The Celluloid Closet, the Vito
Russo Award is presented to an
openly lesbian or gay
entertainment or media
community member for
outstanding contributions in
combating homophobia.

Elton, wearing a leather
blazer and pants and red
eyeglasses, accepted his award
from Judy Shepard, the mother of
murdered gay student Mathew
Shepard. He said he keeps a
photo of Mathew in his kitchen.

8TH OSCAR NIGHT PARTY

Elton hosted the 8th Annual
In Style Oscar Night Party to
Benefit the Elton John AIDS
Foundation on March 26. This
year, the event was held at 8800
Melrose Ave. (formerly Pagani
Restaurant). The gala party
began with a benefit dinner and
viewing of the Academy Awards
telecast, followed by an after-
party in honour of the Oscar
nominees and winners. The
event raised approx. $500,000
and had a guest list that
included Gloria Estefan,
Elizabeth Hurley, Leelee
Sobieski, Jane Seymour, James
Woods, Jay Leno, Janet McTeer,
Martina Navratilova and Olivia
Newton-John.

Elton performed at 8:30 am
on NBC's Today programme
March 31, outside on the street
in New York. He and fellow
band mates, including Nigel
Olsson, sang the first three songs
from The Road To El Dorado
soundtrack.

Elton then performed Circle
Of Life to the huge crowd that
had David Furnish among the
fans. For the finale, Elton and the
band offered Crocodile Rock, but
NBC pulled the plug on the
show before he could finish it!

OSCAR TANTRUM?

According to a report on
MSNBC, Elton was spotted on
Oscar night “having a major hissy
fit” when one of Los Angeles’
finest police officers refused to let
him drive through a roped-off
area. “He was screaming his
lungs out at the cop,” says an
Oscar-party-going source.

rose on March 23 on Disney's
"Aida," with a pop score by Elton
and Tim Rice. A week later, The
Road to El Dorado was released
in cinemas across the USA. (see
Issue 50 for more details).

The soundtrack "Elton John's
The Road to El Dorado" has six
songs from the movie. "I decided
to write more and 11 made the
cut," he said. "It's more like an
Elton John album than a
soundtrack, and I'm very happy
with the result."

Besides juggling his musical
projects, he's also passionate
about charity work. The Elton
John AIDS Foundation was
formed in 1992. "When | got
sober and clean, | wanted to do
something positive with my life,"
said Elton, whose annual Oscar
night party in West Hollywood
raises about $400,000. His
annual US tennis tournament
"Smash Hits" also adds to the
coffers.

1. A month before your 53rd
birthday, you were presented with
the Grammy Legend Award by
the National Academy of
Recording Arts and Sciences.
Does it make you think more
about your mortality?

Elton: Oh, | take these things
with a pinch of salt. I've never
really taken them too seriously.
What | take seriously is my work.
"The Lion King" was a piece of
magic for me. It opened a lot of
doors for me, like the film score
for "The Muse" with Albert
Brooks and "Aida". I'm not
finished."

2. How's your health?

Elton: I'm fine. I've never felt
better. | play tennis every day
about eight in the morning. |
always have to watch my weight.
It's always up and down. It will
be 10 years this July that I'm
clean and sober. | stay away
from alcohol and drugs.

3. How does Hollywood react
to your commitment to AIDS
research and your Oscar party?

Elton: People here are very
AIDS conscious. There's a fund-
raiser every night in this town,
you know. The consciousness is
always there, though. We come
away with about $350,000 to
$400,000. It's an evening where
you meet and greet people and
schmooze and have fun.
Everyone just walks across the
street from the Vanity Fair party.
In Style magazine is our sponsor.
We have dinner to watch the
ceremony, and then we wait for
people to arrive after the show.
I'm busy making sure people are
comfortable and providing sound
bites for people outside. I love it.
I get to meet people 1've never
met before.

4. “The Lion King' won two
Oscars and three Grammys and
sold more than 10 million
albums. Is it tough to live up to
those expectations with your new
"El Dorado" album?

Elton: "The Lion King" is what
everybody aims for. But you
can't make another Lion King.
No one can. | think the songs on
this album are actually better
than “The Lion King.” But the
movie is an enigma, really. The
Road to El Dorado is a fun
movie, but it's not The Lion King.

5. You are awake at dawn to
do this interview. Do you ever
want to sit back and relax?

Elton: Well, | think about it.
On my days off, | know how to
chill. It's very hard for me to sit
still. I'm not one to sit still and
read a book, although I do read.
Instead of reaching 50 with a
career and concerts, I've got my
fingers in different pies. I can't
just sit down and write rock 'n'
roll songs anymore. I've evolved.
This is fabulous.

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Sir Elton
headlined a
major concert
event at Broadway's
New Amsterdam
Theater, where a cast of

celebrity performers from
Broadway joined him in all star
tribute in his honor on April 3,
2000. The Elton John Band
provided the accompaniment to
all the performers and Nigel
Olsson joined in on backing
vocals and as a drummer as
well.

Having had the pleasure of
attending this once-in-a-lifetime
event, | was dazzled as the stars
of Broadway performed the
hottest hits of Sir Elton's career.
He returned the praise by singing
some of Broadway's greatest
showtunes, including, "Diamonds
are a Girl's Best Friend,"
(Gentlemen Prefer Blondes),
"Somewhere," (West Side Story),
and closing with "Circle of Life."

Hosted by Nathan Lane and
Christine Baransky, Broadway's
brightest stars participated in the
all star tribute by providing their
breathtaking interpretations of
Elton's music through the years.
Highlights included, Adam
Paschal (AIDA) singing "Someone
Saved My Life Tonight," Sam
Harris, "The Bitch Is Back,"
Andrea McArdle with "Bennie
and the Jets”.

Wearing Harry Winston
diamonds valued at $5 million
dollars, Elton made a glittering
entrance with a tiara, dangling
earrings and necklace. His black
Versace suit with glittering stones
complemented his diamond
splendor. Elton graced the stage
with an entourage of attractive
men to perform "Diamonds are a

Girl's Best Friend," and set the
audience roaring!! He truly
appeared to have a great time,
allowing himself a few pausing
moments and a good chuckle to
enjoy his dancing male chorus. It
was a pleasure to see Sir Elton
perform in this type of repertoire,
as his talent is immense and
more complex than as he puts it,
"being stuck behind the piano."

Following the event, which
raised $450,000 for Broadway
Care/Equity Fights AIDS and the
Elton John AIDS Foundation, a
party was held at Barney's on
Madison Avenue in New York
City. The famous department
store prepared special windows,
using costumes popularized by
Elton during his three decade
career. The display included the
Donald Duck outfit from Central
Park 1980, early 70's costumes,
and various stage costumes
recognizable as vintage Elton.
One that particularly impressed
me was the spaceman costume
with a train that encompassed
the entire floor of the display
window.

Ten
days later, and I had the great
pleasure of attending the annual
RAINFOREST BENEFIT

Carnegie Hall rocked with
this year's Rainforest Benefit on
April 13, 2000. This year
marked the 10th consecutive
year that Sting and his wife
Trudie Styler have sponsored the
annual event. "Respect" was the
theme which included Sting,
Elton, James Taylor, Billy Joel,
Macy Gray, Percy Sledge, Gladys
Knight, Martha Reeves, Sam
Moore (of Sam and Dave), Ricky
Martin and the Impressions. Two
surprise guests included Dan
Akroyd, and last but not least
Stevie Wonder.

This year's 10th annual
Carnegie Hall event was, in my
opinion, the best | have seen to
date. Having had the pleasure of

seeing the event since 1995, this
event was the most memorable,
tripping down the fantastic
Motown memory lane.

The show opened with Sting,
Elton, Billy, James and the
Impressions singing, "People Get
Ready," which set the tone for
the soulful sounds of the music
of the 60's and 70's that was to
follow.
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Sting introduced Elton
performing a tribute to the late
Screaming Jay Hawkins by
saying, "The group took a vote
backstage as to who would sing
the tribute. Elton said he would
do it since he's been screaming
all of his life." Elton then
entertained us with his version
of "I Put a Spell on You",
wearing a darling version of an
early Halloween outfit, which

consisted of a black velvet
cape, sunglasses and a voodoo
stick that had a lighted skeleton
head. Creeping about the
stage, hiding beneath his cape,
and singing in a growling
"bluesey" tone, he stole the
show.

Elton also sang, "It Takes
Two," with Gladys Knight in the
first half of the show. In the
second half he appeared in
what can be described as a
"John Travolta Original" white
suit with pink shirt and pink
patent leather shoes. He did not
disappoint with the only disco
number in the show. Elton said,
"We're going to go back to the
days of Studio 54, where | left
my nose." He then sang lead on
"Disco Inferno" with James
Taylor, Sting, Ricky Martin, Tom
Jones, and Sam Moore, backing

him up in a complete ensemble
of neon colored afro wigs!!

In the finale, the entire
group joined in a version of
"Amen" and "Dancing in the
Streets." Elton donned Macy
Gray's red feather boa, and
along with some of the other
performers brought audience
members on to the stage. Elton
grabbed a lucky lady who
seemed to have the time of her
life participating with Elton and
the rest of the group on stage.

This was the last Rainforest
Benefit for awhile, as Trudie
and Sting reassured they were
only taking a break next year.
"We'll come back at it the
following year in a different
location and change it, " Trudie
stated in a TV interview.

Elton is talking about his 10-
?/ear-old photography collection,
peing readied for its first public
showing. Chorus of Light will be
on view from Nov. 4 2000
through to January2001 at the
High Museum of Art in Atlanta,
where Elton has a home.

The collection is heavy on
vintage 20th century black-and-
white photos, with surrealist
work, studies of natural forms
from flowers to the human body,
fashion pictures and celebrity
photos t‘wat include The Beatles
and jazz greats.

It will be installed in the way
Elton displays the photographs at
home, in mixtures of styles and
periods. Dressed in a plaid
jacket, orange T-shirt and socks,
and khakis, Elton was exuberant
at a press event: "l've never been
so excited by a visual art form."
His collection has swelled to
about 2,500 items; he has
expanded from the 2,000-
square-foot duplex he bought in
1991 in Atlanta to 18,000 square
feet, with wall space for 800 to
900 photos. He's about to hire a
curator to deal with it all.

Having a personal collection,
he says, "is like having a child."
It's hard to have it leave home:
"I'll be sleeping at the museum
every night," he joked.

Elton, who never takes photos
himself, is thinking big about his
passion. London lacks a separate
photos-only gallery, and he says:
"'l pioneer for the rest of my ?/ife
to get a proper photo museum."
The High Museum plans a fund
for a permanent collection in
Elton’s name.

The fate of the property is
not a straight forward matter.
Current owner, Robert White,
partner in White Development,
bought the house six weeks ago
from a Jordanian family who
had renamed the property more
suitably Villa Rayah. The
previous owners also decided
to take most fixtures and fittings
with them.

The one act of sacrilege was
to remove the name of
"Hercules" from a boulder
which stands outside the main
entrance. The inscription was
chiselled away. But don’t blame
Mr White - this was done
before he had bought the
property.

However, as the photos
show, the property itself is in
good decorative condition, and
everything was in working

Hercules (aka Villa Rayah),
spanning 6,300 square feet on
land of 0.845 acres, is
pencilled for demolition by Mr
White, to make way for a
larger, more functional property
which will utilise the existing
land coverage but increase
height by a total of 2,000 sq. ft.
That's an increase of 30% of
the existing property size.

A new swimming pool is
also planned.

development will require the
consent of municipal authority
Runnymede Borough Council.
The Council is due to meet in
committee in late May/early
June to consider the application
for demolition and to hear local
residents' views. Mr White
maintains, in a brief interview
with George, that the property
specifications do meet planning
requirements, and precedent for
material changes has been set -
the property to the left is
currently undergoing extensive
work. Mr White explained that
he has already satisfactorily
worked on four properties in
the area.

However, there are also two
bids for the estate which may
save the property from any
substantial change.

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FIRST EPISODE AT LAKELAND

February 5, 2000, at 4:00am
was a very dark and cold
Saturday morning that found me
travelling at break neck speed to
the Lakeland Civic Center in
Florida. 1 was about an hour
away with a mission to be among
the first of the local die-hard fans
to purchase a ticket for the
upcoming March 17 Elton John
solo concert. The tickets would
be available at 10:00am, but |
needed to be in the line very
early that morning. First come
first served was the rule of the
day. It was essential for me to get
there ahead of the crowd in order
to be seated in or near the front
row. As | neared the Civic
Center, anticipation mounted in
my soul. My spirit was high with
accomplishment of having arrived
inlrecord time.fThat ils urlltil Idsaw
a large group of people already
gathere§| at the ticket booth.

Disappointment immediately
set in as | counted 55 people
waiting in line ahead of me.
Eventually, | found out that some
of them had been there as early as
4:00pm the day before. | am a
true die-hard fan, but | could not
imagine braving below freezing
weather for 18 hours with very
little protection. Since this same
scene was probably taking place
at other ticket locations around
Florida, I could not help but
wonder if | would even be able to
get a floor seat.

Time pressed forward as |
became familiar with the other
fans in line. | discovered that a
few of the people were there
simply because their partners had

sent them alone to brave the
elements. One husband told me
that his wife said, "Don't come
back without great seats!" That
poor fellow was just ahead of me.
By 7:00am, a local radio station
had set up a remote broadcast to
report on the fans that were
waiting to purchase tickets.
Classic EJ songs filled the air as the
morning sun began to glow. At
around 9:00am, the line behind
me stretched out to a sea of fans
that were not as smart as the rest
of us. | started to feel a little better
about being number 56 in line.
Finally, 10:00am signaled the
opening of the ticket booths. As
the first few people received their
treasures, | could hear shouts of
glee that they had gotten seats in
the seventh row. First in line at
the location of the concert and the
closest they could get was in the
seventh row? What chances
would | have of getting that close
when | was so far away in line?
At this point, | doubted that |
would even be able to get one of
the floor seats. Finally, | was the
next to receive the long awaited
ticket! Row 39! Well, at least it
was a floor seat. As | walked back
| passed the many fans that would
still be in line long after | found
my way back to the main road
home. | felt so sorry for them to
have to settle for less than
favorable seats; this sorrow,

however, was misplaced when |
entered the auditorium on the
evening of the concert.

When March 17 finall
arrived, | was so excited that |
could barely contain myself. The
plan was to meet up with a fellow
Hercules member (Barb Meadows
from Orlando) and arrive at the
auditorium in plenty of time.

As | entered the main building
of the Civic Center, the mood
seemed rather hushed.

This seemed odd to me,
so | began to hand out Hercules
postcards to anyone who was
wearing an EJ concert T-shirt.
Before long, Barb came over and
introduced herself, and showed
me a wonderful creation that she
had commissioned to specifically
give to EJ during the concert. It
was a marionette doll with a
perfect rendering of EJ's face from
the Made In England album. The
face was a remarkable detailed
painting and the rest of the doll
was equally crafted. This doll
would prove to be a show stopper.
More anut that in just a moment.

Earlier, | stated that my sorrow
was misplaced for the fans who
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would not get favorable seats.
Well, the reason | said that is
because as soon as | entered the
actual concert area | realized that
ALL of the seats were FANTtastic!
So, it really didn't matter if | had
floor seats or otherwise. The
auditorium was so small (the size
of a large school gymnasium) that
EJ was going to be close at any
angle.

The crowd still seemed rather
hushed while they cwietly waiting
for E) to arrive. As the
Ererecorded intro music began to

lare at about 8:15pm, however,
the tranquil gathering turned into
a frenzied throng of die-hard fans.
EJ was about to emerge! On cue,
Elton entered the stage area and
quickly made his way to his
trademark black grand piano to
begin the familiar "Your Song"
show starter.

To describe EJ's performance
for each song would be pointless,
since we all already know how
brilliantly he performs each old
song to sounoﬁ)brand new with
much enthusiasm. Suffice it to
say, EJ was flawless throughout the
entire concert. | was not surprised
by any of the selections because |
had a copy of the set list firmly in
hand before the concert even
started.

Hanging from the rafters above
Elton was a very large apparatus of

lights that had parachute type
fa%)ric extending outward to give
the impression of a hot air
balloon, which had imprints of
golden Lalique type angels all
around. After several songs, the
lighting rig began to slowly extend
outward in all directions. The end
result was a magnificent
chandelier of lights and golden
metal.

Mid way through the concert,
EJ did the usual signature walk in
which he starts at the far end of
the stage to begin shaking hands
and autographing various
memorabilia. As EJ neared the
end of this autograph session, |
happened to look up at one of the
large video screens to see Barb's
marionette doll in full view. Elton
was smiling and laughing as he
played with the doll on stage. The
crowd went wild. Everyone
cheered as EJ worked the
marionette until a stagehand came
to take it away from him. Barb's
gift was clearly a hit with EJ and
the entire audience.

As the nearly 3 hour concert
came to a close, and all of the
encores had been exhausted, it
was finally time for Elton to say
goodbye. Everyone knew that
"Candle In The Wind" would be
the last encore because EJ was
now wearing his travelling outfit
when he emerged onstage. It

seemed only a moment ago that
the concert had started. Was it
worth braving hours of chilling
winds to purchase a ticket? Was it
worth taking a day off from work
to travel to Lakeland to attend the
concert? | would not have
changed a single moment. The
whole experience was, for lack of
a better word, awesome! >

While R2E
isn’t  necessarily
the best movie for
young children, it’s
great for teens, and
of course Elton fans of all
ages. What fans can be

Set in Spain in 1519, Elton
narrates this historical fiction,
a story of Tulio and Miguel, as
they inadvertently find them-
selves aboard Cortez’s ship
headed for the New World.

The partners befriend
Cortez’s horse, Altivo, and the
three are on their way to the
Queen of Cities. Of course,
by the end of the journey, they
realize that friendship is more
valuable than the gold of El
Dorado. The city of El
Dorado resembled the Mexico
ride at Epcot - a little too
much for my comfort.

NO: Yes, | already felt that a little
before, because when Dee and |
came back from the second tour
we did here (USA), we were called
into the office, and got told we
were earning too much money as
sidemen and that we'd have to
take a break in our wage packets.
In those days we didn't think twice
about it. We were so into the
tours, recording, we were playing
an album ahead of ourselves on
tour. It was fine. | had money in
the bank, a house and a Mini
Cooper car! Whereas now I'm
absolutel?/ fuming about it. In
those early days the management

people in the industry were very
cut-throat.

GM: | want to ask about your
roots. You haven't lost your
Sunderland accent. How do you
keep it polished?

NO: You know, | don't know. My
mum, who passed away three
years ago, would always notice an
American word, and would say
'you're losing your accent. Don't
forget where home is'!

GM: It's definitely more West
Country than West Coast
[laughter] Do you spend all your
time in the States, or do you ever
come back to Sunderland?

NO: I've had a Green Card since
1972. And lived all over the States,
here in Los Angeles, Atlanta for
nine years, North Carolina for nine
years, Nashville for seven years,
and now I'm back here. So
coming home is rare and far
between. The last time was for
mum's memorial. And she would
have been proud of us. All the
brothers and family members got
together and had a great piss-up! It
was great. We celebrated life, not
mourned passing away. That was
the last time for me in England.
But now | have BBC America on
cable television, so | keep up with
what's %oing on in England.
Especially when | see these shows
in the English countryside, | get
this urge to come back and enjoy
what I've missed. When you're on
tour you're worn out. You see just
arenas. In the latter period on tour,
we'd have the whole stage and
dressing rooms flown with us. We
could be in Los Angeles one day.
Two days later we'd be in
Australia, and ask whether after a
17-hour flight we left anywhere!

GM: Do you have a view over the
sea?

NO: No, we're in one of the
valleys. | live in a cosy Spanish-
style house with my wife and son,
Justin. We're just a short drive
away from the beach, Malibu and
Santa Monica.

GM: How do you put up with the
smog? Or isn't that a problem
where you're living?

NO: It's great now, because we
had some rain two days ago, and
kind of washes it away. But you
find normally about three inches
of dirt on top of your car. I've got
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a white Range Rover, but now it's

kind of a smoggy yellow [laughter].

It really takes the paint off.

GM: What makes you want to live
in a place like that? Think of your
lungs!

NO: | know. Well of course I'm
smoking ciggies! It's close to the
music business, and close to my
racing interests. I've been racing
cars for 10 years now. I've got a
big race in Las Vegas next
weekend. It's also close to other
band members. If | was in the
band, where | lived wouldn't
matter as I'd commute wherever.
Of course, the tax situation here is
mental. We pay a state tax, and a
federal tax.

GM: So you're happy where you
are!

NO: Well I'd love to end up in the
south of France somewhere. But,
hey, God loves a trier and a
dreamer, and that's me!

GM: For the new album with
Davey and friends, have you got
songs together? And what style are
they?

NO: Well, I'm a great balladeer.
"Yellow Brick Road", "Someone
Saved My Life Tonight", those are
my forte. And | love doing
background vocals. | have enough
songs now to do two albums.
Some are mine. Some are from
friends. David Foster given me a
song, there's also Bill Champlin,
who plays with the band Chicago.
In fact, | saw him at the
supermarket the other day, and he
said 'l've loads more songs. Come
up to the house and we'll go
through them.' | want to use real
strings. I'm not going to be singing
lead vocals on all the tracks. It's
very hard on sta§e to sing and use
your hands and feet throughout
two hours. So | want to have a
couple of really strong female
vocalists.

GM: Have KOU kept your fingers
nimble in the past few years? Have
you recorded any solo albums?

NO: No. You know, after | got let
0 in 1985 | got kinda
%isillusioned with the music
business. There was a lot of back-
stabbing going on. Me and Dee
stayed in Nashville for a while, but
working in Nashville is a whole
different thing to LA. Most
producers in Nashville have their

own clique of musicians they're
frightened to get away from. So it
was very tough to get into the
session musicians thing there. So |
went into racing. The Ferrari
Challenge, sponsored by Ferrari in
Beverley Hills. | then did some
endurance testing for the BMW
Motorsport 3. | then did a thing for
Ford's 35th anniversary of the
Mustang, taking people around the
track, and basically scaring the
pants off them! And hopefully
they'd go out and buy the car.

GM: Did people know you were
Elton's drummer?

NO: Well, | kept it low profile, but
word got out and | was doin%1
autographs for the fans, which is
reat. I'm very appreciative of the
ans who've put me where | am. So
now l've got the surge again, and
I'm doing these Drum Clinic Tours.
These are sponsored by my cymbal
company, which is Paiste, as well
as my microphone company,
Sennheiser, and Rhythm Tech, who
are a percussion company out of
New Jersey.

GM: Do you keep in touch with
other band members?

NO: With Davey | keep in touch at
least once or twice a week. He
lives only 30 minutes' drive from
me, and that's about it. | talked to
Kiki Dee a couple of weeks ago
about whether she'd like to record
a song on the new album, and
about a tentative appearance at the
NAMM convention in January,
where new musical devices are
displayed. She's shown interest.
And that's great, because I've
always loved Kiki, she's like a
sister. I've also tried but failed to
hook up with Ray Cooper. | think
Ray's gone back into the films
business. Ray was a big wheel for
Handmade Films, when George
Harrison was involved. The last
time | saw Ray was when | was
invited over to Brunei to jam with
Prince Hakim. Ray was under
contract to the Prince, about three
Kears afgo. I've been trying to get

old of him for this record, and to
do a couple of clinics together. The
elusive Raymond!

GM: In a Hercules interview two
years ago in Zurich, Davey called
it "The Ghost of Ray". His
influence lives on, he said. Do you
keep in touch with Charlie
Morgan?

NO: The last time | met Charlie

was five years ago when the band
played MGM Grand in Las Vegas.

GM: He's actually in Nashville
right now. Are you an Elton fan and
do you collect his recent
recordings?

NO: I'm a massive fan, obviously,

of his older stuff. I've heard "The

One" and that sticks in my mind.

I'd love to have played on that, and

it even sounds very much like me

Elaying, so there you go! I'm still a
ig fan.

GM: You refer to the song "The
One", as much of the material
included drum machine.

NO: Right. He kind of went hi-tech
on it, and it lost something in the
transition.

GM: What other music do you like?

NO: Beatles, Jeff Lynne, Stevie
Wonder. Newer stuff, | love pop
records. Britney Spears. It's great to
see kids coming through and not
being treated like a joke. | listen to
Brandy. She has a great husky
voice, and it's the type of thing I'm
looking for on my record. I'd also
love to work with Shania Twain.

he moment the new URL
I was revealed, | hurried to

be among the first to
catch a glimpse of its infancy.
The flash animated preview
page was quite impressive with
classic EJ circular photos
appearing in tandem to the
intro of Elton's original "Bennie
and the Jets" recording. The
finale prompted me to "Ride
The Rocket", but that command
promptly brought a feeling of
apprehension, which was
confirmed after an automated
email response revealed that an
annual membership fee would
be required to access the full
benefits of the site. I had no
reservations in paying the fee
because the benefits were
exceptional. Free rare MP3
downloads, a free T-shirt, an
exclusive live CD, with the
promise of more perks to
come.

The only problem was that |
was required to pay the fee
with a credit card online. No
other alternatives were offered.
I simply refuse to use a credit
card online. So, | sent a
message to the site's staff
members requesting to pay via
personal check, but | never
received a response.
Undaunted, | visited the site
again after its doors were fully
open to the public. Excitement
quickly followed as |
discovered that many aspects
of a true fan site were in place.
If you have the most up-to-date
computer equipment and
software downloads, (and that’s

a big ‘If’!) the welcome page
was an outstanding array of
impressive graphics, flash
animations, and the sounds of
"Philadelphia Freedom" enticing
me to venture further.

I found that I had access to
read the latest E) news and
concert updates, watch video
diaries direct from EJ and the
"Some Day Out Of The Blue"
music video, absorb E)'s
personal messages and music
reviews. By this time, | was
not upset that | wouldn't be
receiving the "free" perks that
came along with the
membership fee. My only
disappointment is that I will
not have the backstage access
to EJ's concerts (exclusive to a
limited number of members).

Members also have the
opportunity to purchase tickets
to Elton shows via the website,
and a limited number of
“promotional” tickets are given
away to members on a first-

come, first-served basis shortly
before a few selected shows.
There is some concern that the
website is American-biased,
and indeed, it is run by an
American Website Design
company. Some fans in Europe
have expressed disappointment
over this. The only other
aspect which caused concern is
the hi-tech computer
equipment required to access
all areas of the site.

Even though the "news"
section was quite informative, |
find that the news section of
the Hercules web site is kept
up-to-date at a faster rate.
